GENERAL RULES

The All Year Figure Skating Club Championships shall be held in accordance with the rules of the United States Figure Skating Association per the 2009 - 2010 Rulebook and per the 2010-2011 Competition Rules contained therein, except as otherwise stated herein and/or modified at the 2010 U.S. Figure Skating Governing Council Meeting. The Club Championships are open to all eligible persons who are members in good standing, or have applied for membership by the close of entries, of the All Year FSC. The Championships will consist of events in Compulsory Program, Freeskating, Artistic, and Pairs. Any change in the Championships’ rules or schedules will be posted at the Culver Ice Arena and All Year Figure Skating Club website (www.allyearfsc.com) and shall be considered sufficient notice to all Competitors and Officials.

QUALIFICATIONS

All competitors must be eligible persons and members in good standing of the All Year Figure Skating Club or have applied for membership prior to close of entries. Qualifying tests and ages for all events are as of close of entries Saturday, May 8, 2010. For Adult events, test restrictions do not apply if the tests were passed 20 years prior to the close of entries for competition.

ENTRIES

Entries must be submitted online via Entryeeze (www.entryeeze.com or www.allyearfsc.com ) by midnight May 8th, 2010 or postmarked no later than, May 8, 2010. All Year FSC prefers “on-line” entry. Entries received after the close of entries will be subject to a $30 late fee and may be accepted at the discretion of the Competition Committee. A $30 late fee MUST accompany late entries to be considered. In no case will late entries or changes to entries be accepted after May 15, 2010. If skater is not currently a member of AYFSC, entry can be completed on-line or via paper entry. In addition, membership fees, payable to AYFSC must be received (NOT postmarked) by the Registrar by the close of entries, Saturday, May 8, 2010. All returned checks will be subject to a $35 processing fee, and the entry fee plus the processing fee must be paid in cash, money order, or cashier’s check to the Registrar prior to the skater’s first event in order for the skater to compete. REFUNDS

No refunds will be given after the close of entries, Saturday, May 8, 2010. Once entries have closed, entry fees are refundable only if the competition is not held per US Figure Skating Rule #3235. Any withdrawal, prior to the close of entries, is entitled to full refund, minus the online processing fee. If you register online, the processing fee is not refundable for any reason.
AWARDS

Awards will be presented for the first four placed skaters in each event with each level. Only Combined awards will be presented for the short and long programs in the Intermediate through Senior Freeskating levels and the Novice through Senior Pairs levels. All competitors in the Freeskating events will be eligible for the 2010 All Year FSC Artistic Award to be presented at the Annual Club Meeting. Single skaters in Pre-Juvenile or lower will be judged for the Most Outstanding Performance, also to be presented at the Annual Club Meeting.

REGISTRATION AND MUSIC

A registration desk will be set up in the entrance area of Culver Ice Arena during the Championships. All skaters are required to register a minimum of 45 minutes prior to the scheduled time for their event with CD, if applicable. Music (CD only) must be clearly marked with the name of the skater and event. The skater should have an extra music CD in the ice arena. Note that CD’s will be the only accepted media for music. Each CD must have only one program per disc.

ARENA FACILITIES

All events of the competition will be held at the Culver Ice Arena, 4545 Sepulveda Blvd., Culver City, CA. The ice surface is approximately 85 feet by 200 feet, slightly rounded at the corners.

EVENTS

· Events will be held in accordance with the rules of the United States Figure Skating Association per the 2009 - 2010 Rulebook and per the 2010-2011 Competition Rules contained therein, except as otherwise stated herein and/or modified at the 2010 U.S. Figure Skating Governing Council Meeting. Ages for entrants are as of close of entries May 8, 2010.
· A skater who has placed first in an event at a given level at a previous All Year FSC Championship event may not compete at the same or lower level, for that event, for Basic I through Pre-Juvenile Compulsory Program and Freeskating.
· Events may be divided into groups, at the discretion of the Competition Committee, as follows: by age for Basic I through Pre-Juvenile and by draw for Juvenile through Senior events.
· An event must have a minimum of three entries prior to the close of entries to be scheduled, and a minimum of two competitors to be held. Basic I through Basic V events may be combined, depending on the number of entries, at the discretion of the Competition Committee. If the events are combined, the time for the Freeskating event will be as for the event entered.
· Events entered need not be at the same level, except for Artistic events which must be at the same or higher level as the Freeskating event entered. For Intermediate through Senior Freeskating, events will consist of both a short program and a long program. If an event is divided into groups, there will not be a final round.
· Marks will be in accordance with the 2009-2010 USFSA Rulebook, except as specified. IJS will be used for all Juvenile through Senior events. Planned Program Content Sheet (PPCS) needs to be included to have the entry form considered complete.  Pre-Juvenile and below will be judged under the 6.0 system.  AGE AND TEST RESTRICTIONS APPLY AS NOTED. Compulsory programs should be set for half ice to allow for double-panel judging. If a single panel is used, the skater will not be penalized for utilization of only half of the ice.

VIDEO TAPING AND/OR PHOTOGRAPHY

A professional video company and photographer for award photographs will be at the rink.  All other video taping and photography is restricted to hand-held battery operated equipment, without tripod.  No photography or videotaping, except by the official photographer, without the express permission of the person being photographed or videotaped is allowed.
Solicitation by any photographer or agent of anyone to be the subject of still or video photography is not permitted.  NO FLASH PHOTOGRAPHY DURING THE EVENTS IS ALLOWED.

Open to skaters 13 years of age or younger as of May 8, 2010, who have not passed any USFSA Freeskating tests, nor higher than Delta ISI test. This event is intended for beginning skaters and will be divided by age if minimum of entry requirements is met.

ARTISTIC EVENTS

The artistic program is one in which the skating moves are selected for their value in enhancing the skater’s artistry and interpretation of the music rather than for technical difficulty. Single jumps (including the axel) and one double jump are permitted; however, content may not exceed that for Freeskating at the same level. Credit for jumps and spins will be based solely on their choreographic effectiveness. The program should be an integrated exploration of the music; it should not be merely a collection of pleasing for spectacular moves with emphasis being placed on skating skills.

Skating attire must be modest, dignified, and not garish or theatrical in design. Skating attire may; however, reflect the character of the music chosen. Any ornamentation attached to the clothing must be firmly fastened so as not to fall off while skating under normal competitive conditions. Accessories and props are not permitted. Skaters will provide their own music for the Artistic events, and the musical selection must be within the time limits specified. Maximum freeskating time for all Artistic events is 2 minutes. Time limits are maximums and are not subject to a 10-second allowance. The program may be less, but not more, than the time specified. Vocal music will be permitted.

Competitors must enter the Artistic event at the same or higher level as the Freeskating event entered. Eligibility rules for Singles freeskating shall apply except where levels are combined. If entries in any given level for the Artistic event exceed 12, they will be divided into groups. In the event that a level is divided into groups, only one round will be skated.
